“This is the time of temptation: doubts, struggles,
obscurity, weariness, the desire to lie down along
the way... But no: forward! The time of temptation
is also the time of faith and of trusting surrender to
our Father-God.

“Away with doubts, vacillations, and indecision! I
have seen the way. I set out on it, and I am
following it, up the hill—come on, hurry up!—
panting, out of breath with the effort, but not
stopping to pick the flowers which, to the right and
to the left, offer me a moment’s rest and the
enchantment of their scent and color...and of their
possession. For I know very well, from bitter
experience, that if I were to pick them they would
instantly start shriveling up and fading, and so
there is nothing in them for me—neither color nor
scent nor peace.”

In memory of that pilgrimage, Father Josemaria
kept a handful of ears of wheat in a small chest.
